I make the statement with a sense of com-
plete responsibility and 1 stand by it. It
was reported in all the newspapers. I stand
by what I said. If the Chief Minister of a
State thinks that rape is like drinking a
‘up of tea, shame on him. People in
authority should not make this kind of a
remark. (fnterruptionsy. There was the
rape of one Thankamma, in Kerala. 1
would like to know whether any single
person has been arrested in this rape case?
This was mentioned in the election mani-
festo itself, that they would bring the cul-
prits responsible for this to book. Has any
single person been arrested in this case in
which policemen themselves were the cul-
prits. Some policemen raped the woman.
What is the use of shouting? Let Mr.
Nayanar say whether a single person has
been arrested so far in this case. I would
not say anything more about him. (Inter-

4 ruptions). Tt is not enough to just shout.
The Government in Kerala came to power
more than three years ago. Has any single
person been arrested in the Thankamma
rape case?

SHRI P. K. KUNJACHEN: Yes. (In-
terruptions). How can the hon, Member
make this kind of a wild allegation? (In-

~ terruptions).

PROF. SOURENDRA BHATTACHAR-

— JEE (West Bengal): Mr. Vice-Chairman,

Sir, on a point of order. (Interruptions).

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SHAN-
KAR DAYAL SINGH): T am not going
to allow anybody. Mrs, Natarajan, please
continue and conclude your speech.
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SHRIMATI JAYANTHI NATARAJAN:
Please allow me to speak. I have just be-
gun.

PROF. SOURENDRA BHATTACHAR-
JEE: Simply because she is a lady, she
cannot go on saying anything. (Interrup-
tions).

SHRIMATI JAYANTHI NATARAJAN:
1 would like to see you stop me from
speaking. 1 challenge. You cannot stop me
from spealing. (Interruptions). Sir, if you
are going io bring the House to order, 1
will speak. Otherwise, I will not speak.

THE VICE-CHAIRMAN (SHRI SHAN-
KAR DAYAL SINGH): Nobody is going
to interrupt you. (Interruptions). 1 have
already requested you all. Kindly hear her.
If there is anvthing, you can have your
say later on. Mrs. Natarajan, you have
now to continue and conclude, both.

SHRIMATI JAYANTHI NATARA-
JAN: I have initiated this debate. It is my
party’s time. 1 will speak. I have not ex-
ceeded my party’s time. We have one-and
a-half hours. Sir, I was saying that the
status of women in this country is truly
pathetic, even before birth. We say that
the Constitution itsef provides equally for
women, (Time bell rings).

No, Sir. T have not yet begun. I have just
begun. This is party time.

Sir, in the Constitution woman has been
mentioned only six times, and 5 times out
of 6 women are clubbed with men and
children. And it is only in the provision
relating to the maternity benefits that
women have been mentioned wholly and
exclusively, And later if you go through
all the laws you will find that the laws
are totally paternalistic, and that even
with regard to to the law of rape it is pat-
riarchal attitude where the offence of rape
is not considered to be a rape against
women but it is considered to be an offence
against the property of another man Sir,
if you look at the report of the TLaw
Commission. that itself shows that it is
totally a patriarchal attitude. I do not want
to read if. It says, for instance. that the
Prevention of Tlegal Traffic Act be inclu-
ded in the Indian Penal Code: the mem-
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bers of the Commission note that the pros-
titution is ‘for the greater good of the
family’ and must therefore be ‘tolerated’
by society. This is what the Law Com-
mission says. This is the basis on which
our laws are made in India. This is the
reason why women are in this state today.

Sir, even before birth women are dis-
criminated against. Female foetuscide is
going on. It costs only Rs. 5000 to find
out whether a foetus is male or female
and get the female foetus aborted. More
than 78,000 foetuscides are carried out
every vear. Since the Sharada Act came
into existence in 1920, you find that over
10 million women are married by the
time they are 11 years old. This is the
survey conducted by the Family Founda-
tion of India. Sir, only 4 per cent are
the girls who are workers and only 2 per
cent of the workers are boys. Sixty nine
per cent are the girls enrolled in primary
schools but 99 per cent of the boys are
enrolled in primary schools. Since 1981
there has been a decline in the work parti-
cipation. There arc 45 million women as
against 222 million men. Ninety per cent
of the workers in the unorganised sector
are women and 90 per cent of the workers
in agriculture are women. In the organised
sector only 13.3 per cent of all employees
are women. This is the status of women
today.

Since you have pressed the bell, I don’t
want to go into each of the issues that
confront the women today. All T can say
is that unless we make a serious effort to
set things right by genuinely implement-
ing the laws and political will, it is not
possible to continue.

Sir, if you take the Bill what happens
is that the most important issue in the
Bill is only recommendatory in nature; it
is not mandatory. Since  Independence
over 2500 recommendations have been
documented, have been made in favour
of women. So that women can develop
and get absorbed in the national mains-
tream. Most of the recommendations have
been repeated again and again. But after
that they are not implemented at all.
Now, two thousand and five hundred re-
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commendations are with the Ministries of
the Government but they are not imple-
mented because they are recommendatory:
and not mandatory in nature. Therefore.
the greatest drawback of the Bill, 1 feel,
is that the recommendations of the Com-
mission are not mandatory in nature but
they are only recommendatory.

All other Commissions like the SC&ST
Commission have constitutional status but
I think it is very unfortunate that the
Women’s Comymission alone does not
have such status. So it must be given
constitutional status.

Another important lacuna in the Bill
that T want to point out is about the
resources of the proposed Commission, s
Unless the Commission has resources, un- -
less the Commission has money, it is im-
possible for the Commission to function.
Then it can’t go straightway into the fields
and reach the poorest of the poor women
for whom the help is really needed. Sir,
I have not seen the Financial Memorandum
over here. But I saw the Financial Memo-
randum submitted with the Bill in the Lok
Sabha. i{ I am correct, two crores of
rupees arve set aside for this Commission
as both recurring and non-recurring ex-
penditure for this year. You have forty
crores of women. What are you going to
do with two crores of rupees? I think it is
a joke if you distribute 2 crores of rupees i
for the needs of 40 crore women. It be-
comes a fraction of a decimal. We are
making a laughing stock of the Women's
Commission. How do you, expect it to
function? Therefore, 1 demand that the
resources for the Women’s Commission
should be a part of the Eighth Plan outlay.
In fact, I have given an amendment also.
(Time bell rings). T have only one more
point, Sir. We should have a share in the ,
development of this country. The Com-
mission should get its resources directly
from the Fichth Plan. It is only when
this amount of money is given and when-
we actually participate in the development
of strategy as the Commission has allowed
us to participate in the development of
strategy that it will be of any use at all
or will have any value to the women in
the country.
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‘1li¢ other very important point that 1
wish to make is that Chapter Il says
that the Commission has so many func-
tions. § think Chapter 111 should be called
“Powers and fFunctions of the Commis-
son’” because das it is at present, it means
L:al 1s enough that women have just func-
uon . They should just work.  They
should do (a), (b), (c), (d) etc. but
shouid not  have any powers
it all,  That is what is refiected in the
Bifll. f ihink the Commission should have
powers as well. One of the most important
po.ers of the Commission should be the
puwer of the court.

Sir, before 1 conclude, I would just make
a reference to what the Minister said at
+ a Press Conference. The powers of a court
are very important and the Commission
should aiso have the right to move the
court directly in case of any kind of viola-
tion of women’s rights. Unless powers are
given to the Commission, merely giving
them functions is of no use at all.

Sir, the Commission is supposed to un-
dertake promotional and educational re-
search to identify factors impeding women’s
advancement such as lack of housing,
basic services, etc. I think it is not neces-
sary. I think it should be worded com-
pletely differently. All thes¢ issues which
have been set aside for promotiomal and
edutational research are already part of
oife docuinent or one policy statement or
another, These are already in the care of
‘the various departments of the Govern-
ment of India. By just pushing them all
to the Commission, I think the Govern-

. ment is trying to abdicate its responsibility.
They don’t want to have control' over it
any more. They are pushing it on to the
Commission. I think these policy state-
ments should stay as they are and the

* Women’s Commission should concentrate
on other things.

Sir, the last point I want to make is
about the appointment of the Chairperson.
I have serious objections. There are reports
in the press that a mahila member belong-
ing to the Janata Dal should be appointed.
The name of Mrs. Dandavate is given. 1
have the greatest respect for her. I know
that she has been associated with women’s
issues for many years and that she has
been a very conscientious worker for wo-
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mein's issues. I have the greatest respect
for her. With great respect, I want to sub-
mit to the House that instead of bringing
in the political people to head the Com-
mission, you should have somebody who
15 non-political so that every woman has
contidence in the Government. It is not a
pei~onal thing against Mrs. Dandavate at
il § just feel that this person should be
;U non-poliical and nobody belonging
w « political party should be appointed.
The uppointment of the Chairperson should
o¢ done by a committee.

Sir, in
Australia they passed an Affirmative Action
Act, 1986 by which the private sector
firms with 100 employees or more and all
the higher educational institutions have to
devise plans to remove any barrier or
obstacle to  equal employment and to
promote employment of women in all
areas. I think India needs a Bill like this
so that nobody can take refuge and sub-
vert laws. Even the laws which are desig-
ned to protect women employees have been
suverted by the employers who work them
out for the disadvantage of women. There-
fore, I say that there is need for an
Affirmative Action Act so that women can
be brought into the mainstream of national
society.

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STATEMENT BY PREME MINISTER

Incidents of firing by Pakistani troops in
the Kapwara Sector oy, the line of action
confro| in Jammw and Kishmir

THE PRIME MINISTER (SHRI VISH-
WANATH PRATAP SINGH); Madam,

The Kupwara Sector, on the Line of
Control in Jammu & Kashmir, is one of
the areas in which there have been con-
tinued attempts at infiltrations by Pakis-
tan trained terrorists in recent months.

The Machhal sub-Sector, within the
Kupwara Sector, is situated opposite village
Kel in Pakistan Occupied Kashmir, Recent-
ly. our troops noted an intrusion in this
area. On 12th August, 1990 our troops
took appropriate action and eliminated this
intrusion. The Pakistani Army attempted
to interfere with these operations, using
heavy weapons, including mortars and
artillery. However, our troops succeeded

in entirely clearing this area of the in~
trusion.

This incident was reported by the Pakis-
tani media as an attack launched by our

troops on their posts in that area. This
was refuted by us.

After a lull, the Pakistani forces com-
meneced artillery fire at a number of our
posts in the Machhal sub-Sector, from 20th
August. Our troops in the area retaliated
with appropriate fire. The exchange of
fire is continuing, confined to this sub-
Sector.

As per the existing arrangements, Direc-
tors General, Military Operations of the
two countries are in touch with each other.
Thete is no cause for any undue concern
since we trust that these localised inci~
dents will be contained and the situation
difused. Qur forces are fully prepared to
effectively deal with any eventuality.

It is our sincere hope that there will be
no recurrence of such incidents and that
the Government of Pakistan will realise
the need to fully abide by the Simia
Agreement. This would be in keeping with
the dialogue which we have initiated with
the Government of Pakistan.
